3 Questions on economics that parents can see children know how to debate

Last month, I co-hosted the greatest privilege of my life - in Dhaka, our week-long 69th birthday dialogue with microeconomist Dr Muhammad Yunus and sustainability entrepreneurs from Grameen and BRAC. We probed 3 curious questions of economics that father, Norman Macrae, explored as The Economist’s main leaders’ writer.
	What are the opportunities and threats of Keynes’ observation that economic theory increasingly rules the world?
	Is it true that economic systems compound one of 2 opposite exponential consequences –sustainability up or crashing down?
	Historically, geography separated imploding civilizations. Is the challenge of the 1984-2024 internetworking generation to adapt economics to the core assumption that valuation maps governing the planet will lead either to sustaining 7 billion productive people or zeroisation?


My culture as Scottish mathematician : collect data then invite an optimistic search for maps-  to empower people’s productivities and demands integrated The Adam Smith Way around communal goodwill. Recommendations from Dhaka:
Expect Bangladesh as world epicenter of metrics of sustainability investment to be joined first by Kenya in 2010 and micro center celebrations blossoming across Europe in 2011 promoted by royal energies out of Monaco, Spain and UK, with benchmarking by CEOS of future capitalism out of cities like Paris, Berlin and Glasgow
