Tour of some of “jigsaw pieces” of 69th birthday dialogue with Dr Muhammad Yunus:  we’re 25 years into The Economist’s published microeconomics scenarios on systemizing opposite compound consequences of how we integrate globalization; since birth of the Bank for the Poor in 1983, Grameen has been at the epicenter of free markets to end poverty with 400 replication experiments of sustainability banking across the globe as well nationally scaled franchises in all life critical services areas; together with other major grassroots networks Bangladesh is the only known publisher of mathematically correct metrics of sustainability investment; project 1 for 09/10 is to connect awareness of 5000 youth ambassadors; project 2 signed by Dr Yunus is a Yes We Can leaflet on Bangladesh’s 5 collaboration innovation networking methodologies. Media challenge:  the peoples’ good news solutions to 7 most vital sub-markets of community sustainability urgently need hi-trust replication and transparently accessible maps facilitating integrated social business entrepreneur networks.
