	CP6 Mathematically, all of man’s global sustainability crises are rooted in erroneous models of exponential/compound risk. This can happen when global professions are boxed in within their own expertise or making historical or generalised assumptions lacking sufficient diversity. How does this effect Micro Up modeling? Firstly, at some stage of scaling up local integration engages global. This stage of intervention lost transparency of reconciliation in banking for the poor when some microfinance models changed the core rules of microcredit. Secondly, collaboration networks are as weak as their least committed partner or most confused assumptions on what responsibility information all need to openly share.

CP7 During 2009, 20 French companies accompanied French Minister Martin Hirsch of employment & youth to Grameen in Bangladesh to benchmark Social Business. So, France became 2nd Collaboration Nation with mass of leaders knowing how to network the 10 times more economical community exchanges that Micro SB networks can compound locally. Will yours be one of the next of sustainability age’s Collaboration Nations?
